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GOING TO THE LAND OF YELLOW SAND
Very late at night the hotel so silent, the attendants walk by and
the security feels bored. The room's balcony is out directly to Nile
— the river of Life eternally carries its waters in the endless
marathon of days. At the light of the full moon the river is well
visible: put into the concrete wharfs, it is still wild, its current
constantly changes, and it seems, that Nile is a real live creature.
The boats stylized to the ships of Ancient Egypt transform all this
into a fairy tale. It seems, that the past and present mixed up
together, this was the feeling we had all the time in Cairo.

First of all we decided to go to Giza. The tourists in Egypt are not
recommend to use public transport, therefore we moved all over
by taxi ordered in the hotel. They explained the system of pay-
ment to the driver — he drives us to the place and back, waits there
while we go sightseeing for as much time as necessary, and gets
paid on come back. We were a little bit bothered, since the trip
can take a lot of time. But fortunately, we needed only to pay the
time of riding there and back, and the time waiting was free and
some kind of safety issue for the tourists. The driver is responsi-
ble for the passengers from the start of the ride to the end of it.
The tourist may tip the driver if it was all right.

On our trip to pyramids, which actually was a horse ride accom-
panied by a local guide, we studied all the ways of making money
of tourists. These little tricks of the locals were quite respectable
and sometimes amusing. Here, there was an old «focus» of a
scarab transformation into money: a man, smiling nicely, would
approach you with an intention to present a hand-made article.
As soon as you take a scarab — that was it, focus worked. A man
would expect a «gift» back from you, but only in money.

Going down in Hufu pyramid happened to be really unusual.

The corridor hardly more than a meter in width was full of two
streams of continuously moving tourists. One upward, another’
downward. Almost the full absence of ventilation made this way
very hard, and it was necessary to go with the forehead some-
times touching the knees. The sight continually snatched out the
blocks of the pyramid masterly adjusted to each other. The
Museum of the Solar boat located nearby was a real pleasure.
This amazing thing consisted of 1224 details had been construct-
ed completely with ne nails, only with cord and wooden wedges.
We knew of the terrible heat in August, so we got ready for the
worst. However, this year was rather cold, or we just brought
some cold with us — it was only about +30 C in desert, which
after the terrible summer weather in Moscow seemed like para-
dise. The climate in Egypt is completely different, it is very dry,
and consequently heat is much more bearable. When leaving the
hotel, we did not follow that rule — the less clothes, the more
cool. Qur ammunition was light trousers and jackets. The main
thing in a desert trip is socks, otherwise you risk damaging your
feet with sand.

The new exhibits in the Museum of Egypt were installed right in
the middle of the halls with already open collections, and the
museum's management was enlarging security control. When you

walk through the museum corridors between the statues, observ-
ing clothes and papyrus drawings, you could not get off this feel-
ing of being a part of all this. As if you touch your own past, look
it in the face and recognize |t The museum collections are placed
in an unusual order — an era within another one. It is affected by
an enormous number of exhibits.

When we got hungry, we decided to have a bite and came into a
small cafe at the museum — later it became our favorite place.
The nice waiter, inexpensive place — here, that was all we needed.
Every day, walking around the city, we used to come in there and
just stay there, looking in a court yard where the infinite crowd of
tourists from all countries of the world visited the museum.

In the very first morning, having our breakfast in the hotel, we
realized that in Egypt they really have many exotic meals.
A completely unknown stuff — not only in names, but also by the
form — caused many doubts. We decided to concentrate on bak-
ery, which was a lot, and on light cabbage and tomato salads,
and orange juice —the rule of «eat only what you know=» here we
acquired once and for ever. Besides, at such a climate there is
no special need for food, you mostly drink water. The bottle of
whisky purchased at the airport for disinfection measures was
not useful for us, but nevertheless it warmed our souls in the
long Cairo evenings.

Sakkara was an absolutely surprising place, to be seldom visited
by tourists in summer. Here there was the Joser step pyramid
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HaMAbl elle BEPHEMCA cioaa, B 3Ty CTpaHy HenTeix MNeckos. while we are going to return here, to the Country of Yellow Sand.
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
